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1. Review of Maximum Fares and Charges in respect of Taxi Services on
Mainland Area of Orkney

After consideration of a report by the Chief Executive, copies of which had been circulated,
and after hearing a report from the Service Manager (Legal Services), the Committee:

Resolved, in terms of delegated powers:

1.1. That the proposed new scales, which were the same as the current scales for
maximum fares and charges for all taxi services on the Mainland area of Orkney, including
the linked south isles, as detailed in Appendix 1 to the report by the Chief Executive, be
approved for public consultation.

1.2. That the Chief Executive should submit a report, to the meeting of the Licensing
Committee to be held on 5 March 2026, on the outcome of the public consultation, referred
to at paragraph 1.1 above, together with proposed scales for the maximum fares and
charges for all taxi services within the Mainland area of Orkney, including the linked south
isles, to be effective from 1 May 2026.
